Men’s Technical Committee Meeting
16/11/2009
Present: Aidan O’ Reilly, Matthew Irvine, James McCambridge. Apologies were received from Anthony Monaghan who was unable to attend at short notice.
1. JTC Minutes: Minutes from the last JTC meeting were read by Matthew and James at the beginning of the meeting.

2. Coach Education: Matthew provided the MTC with information on upcoming coaching courses. The following men’s courses are to be run in 2010:
· Men’s Level 1: Day 1 – February 14th, Days 2 & 3 – March 6th & 7th, Exam – May 8th.

· Men’s Level 2: Day 1 – May 22nd, Days 2 & 3 – June 5th & 6th, Exam – October 2nd.

Matthew informed the MTC that gymnasts who have competed at an international level are no longer eligible for a level 1 qualification without taking the appropriate course.

Also, all coaches must attend an update course for their current qualification. These courses will be taking place at the end of every month.
3. Judging Courses: Aidan gave the details of upcoming British and Irish judging courses. Irish gymnastics are holding a national judging course on November 21st and 22nd. A British club judging course will be held in January.
Aidan proposed helping to fund judges for courses (national or higher). It was agreed that judges agreeing to help with judging competitions and judge education (specific details to be decided) will be provided with 50% of their course fee.
4. Finance: Aidan discussed the men’s account and lottery funding. He has applied for an ASP for Luke Carson however currently Luke has not met his targets.
5. Anti Doping (100% Me Programme): Ideas were discussed regarding incorporating the 100% Me Programme into men’s gymnastics in Northern Ireland. Aidan suggested placing an advert in men’s competition programmes and sending information in the pack sent to all NI squad members. This was agreed by all present. Also, there will be a discussion with coaches on the subject after the Northern Ireland Championships.
6. GNI Awards: Gymnastics Northern Ireland will be holding an awards ceremony on January 13th. The MTC are required to select a suitable candidate for the 2009 Gymnast of the Year award. A candidate was selected and agreed on.

7. Competitions: Luke Carson placed 49th in World Championships, 13th in British Championships and 33rd in European Championships. In Northern European Championships, he placed 3rd all round and 2nd place in Pommel Horse and Parallel Bars.
It has been decided that Northern Ireland Gymnasts will no longer be attending Veronin Cup.

It was agreed that due to issues with coaching in previous competitions, Vladimir Shegolev will no longer be attending as a Northern Ireland coach.

Duties for the Salto Open were discussed next. More details are needed regarding available judges and volunteers.

8. Points of Action: Anthony – Anthony is to organise a Northern Ireland leotard, provide the MTC with a squad handbook, write a programme for the Salto Open, and organise a day out for Northern Ireland gymnasts.

James – James is to continue with organisation of the Salto Open

Matthew - Matthew is to liaise with James and assist with organisation of the Salto Open.

Aidan – Aidan is to organise judging rotations for the Salto Open and organise January’s club judging course.
