3.0 Squad Matters:
3.1
Development squad:

 It was reported by Clare that the Development Squad has its full quota of gymnasts.

The squad has met three times since September and the next will be held in June.

Squad convenor is proposing to hold an intensive 3 day session in the summer with Development squad gymnasts staying over to maximise training hours.

3.2 Elite Squad:

The Elite squad has taken place every weekend. Squad dates are to be provided up until the end of August.
Team selection for UK School games will be determined by the June competition, and attendance at Elite squad. Coaches at Abbey are to be informed.

An application to ASP (Athlete Support Programme) has been made in respect of Rebecca Wallace. The decision is due 21st May. New criteria have been set for ASP and will be circulated.
4.0 Judging Matters:

4.1 Judging report was submitted in advance. At the recent judging course held under the new code, six judges attended the club course and six the regional course.
5.0 Competition Matters:

5.1 Competition structure for next year
There was lengthy discussion on this item and the following was agreed.

I. The old 2 piece competitions are to be removed from the WAG competition structure and replaced with a new “Introductory” Level for the levels four piece competition
II. The “Introductory” Level will have two age groups, under 11yrs & 11yrs and over.

III. The WAGTC will examine the current scores and will set criteria for moving up within the Levels.

IV. The “Introductory” Level will consist of a set vault and set Bars routine and voluntary Beam and Floor routines.

V.  It was agreed in the new introductory level that bars is to be made compulsory and that a gymnast may not win the All around event unless they have competed four pieces. 

VI. The WAGTC will aim to have the finalised competition structure and rules in place for distribution to clubs at the June competition.
6.0 Coaching Matters:

Sonya is to organise Level 1,2 and 3 courses within the next six months.
